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RESUMO

Este trabalho discute a maneira como os moradores de Sao Miguel das Missées/ RS se
relacionam com as ruinas da reducao jesuitico-guarani de Sao Miguel Arcanjo e todos os
bens culturais que formam o Museu das Missoes. Ele tenta compreender alguns dos usos e
funcdes sociais que as pessoas que vivem nas redondezas do bem cultural protegido pelo
Estado dao as ruinas-museu. Como fonte primaria de estudo utiliza-se imagens de video
feitas entre 2006 e 2007 em parceria com moradores locais. Nestes registros, a medida
que os miguelinos apresentam suas biografias diante das cameras € possivel construir um
pequeno mapa de como funciona a légica de atribuicdo de valores destas pessoas que
historicamente foram excluidas das decisées que envolvem o patriménio que faz fronteira
com o quintal de suas casas.
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ABSTRACT

This study discusses the relation enters the inhabitants of Sao Miguel of Missdes and the
ruins of the reduction jesuitico-guarani of Sao Miguel Arcanjo and all the national heritage
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that form the Museum of the Missions. It tries to understand some of the social uses and
functions that the people who live in the roundnesses of the heritage protected by the
State give to the ruin-museum. As primary source of study uses images of video made
between 2006 and 2007 in partnership with the local inhabitants. In these registers, the
measure that the miguelinos present its biographies ahead of the cameras is possible to
construct a small map of as the logic of attribution of values of these functions people who
historically they were excluded from the decisions that involve the heritage that makes
border with the garden of its houses.
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
